
INTERNATIONAL LAWN TENNIS CLUB OF CANADA

Objects of the Club:
a. To promote, by social union and match-play, good fellowship among persons who have made a significant contribution to the game of 

tennis, as competitors, builders, coaches, officials or otherwise.
b. To develop, encourage and maintain the highest standard of sportsmanship and understanding amongst players of all nations.
c. To assist in the welcome and hospitality of players visiting Canada from abroad.
d. To provide members with information of clubs and tennis facilities in overseas countries.
e. To promote and support tennis through philanthropy projects. 

Adherence to these objects is integral to being a member of the ILTC of Canada. Active members are also expected to maintain a reasonable 
standard of play for their age.

Membership Benefits and Example of Activities:
Members of the ILTC (a.k.a. IC) have the opportunity to meet and compete with international caliber players who uphold the Club’s “Hands 
across the net, friendship across the ocean” spirit, at venues which would not be possible without the invitation of other countries’ members, via 
official events and via reciprocal arrangements that vary country to country. Since the founding of the first ILTC in 1924, there are now 42+ ICs 
with 4,500+ members and 13+ philanthropy projects worldwide.

Example activities include: 
- US vs. Canada: Longstanding (est. 1966) annual weekend match held in June, in even years at Piping Rock Club, NY on grass courts 

and in odd years in Toronto, with Open and Senior men’s & women’s teams of variable number - the home team matching the numbers 
and ages of the visitor; annual one-day match held in February in Delray Beach, FL coinciding with ATP 250 event.

- Overseas: Annual events such as IC France cocktail reception at Roland Garros, IC Czechia mixer format event in June, and various age 
group team competitions such as IC Spain’s O45 Potter Cup in October, less regular “IC Week” and other team events - often held on 
the occasion of a national IC’s anniversary - of varying format and formality in which Canada can enter teams, and ad hoc arranged 
tours.

- Local: Matches against local clubs, universities and within the Club (e.g. Wodzicki Cup Ontario vs. Quebec).

Membership Fee and Other Costs:
The annual membership fee goes towards administrative costs of the club and hosting match events.

Members playing in home matches are additionally expected to pay a match fee contributing to hosting costs and covering their own meals. 
Members playing in away matches are additionally expected to pay an appropriate share of any entry fee, which may cover some of the events and 
accommodation costs (this will be specific to each event, with information available as to the amounts at time of registration), as well as their travel 
expenses. Members not playing are welcome to attend home events and dinners and may inquire about away events and dinners.
